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about them, “I’m not trying to cause a 

big sensation - I’m just talking about 

my generation. This is my generation.”  

I’ve been thinking a little about what 

responsibilities generations are sup-

posed to have for each other. And 

while I’m still pondering, I do know 

that each generation has the responsi-

bility to pass the truths of God on to 

the next generation.  Such as: 

 

Psalm 145:4-7… 4 “One generation will 

commend your works to another; they 

will tell of your mighty acts. 5 They will 

speak of the glorious splendor of 

your majesty, and I will meditate on 

your wonderful works. 6 They will tell 

of the power of your awesome works, 

and I will proclaim your great deeds. 7 

They will celebrate your abundant 

goodness and joyfully sing of your 

righteousness.” 

 

Deuteronomy 6:6-7… 6 “These com-

mandments that I give you today are 

to be upon your hearts. 7 Impress 

them on your children. Talk about 

them when you sit at home and when 

you walk along the road, when you lie 

down and when you get up.” 

 

If you’re an adult, how are you doing? 

Are you passing Jesus on to the next 

generation? Are you commending the 

works of God and impressing them 

on the next generation? 

 

We need to take this role seriously, 

very seriously, because day-by-day 

we are seeing more and more walk 

away from the Truth of God. What can 

you do? The first and most important 

thing is to follow Jesus in your per-

sonal life. What you live will say much, 

much, much more than anything else 

you do. You can follow Jesus while 

you spend more moments with your 

kids, teach Sunday School, help with 

the Youth Group, volunteer at a local 

school or even be a Big Brother or 

Big Sister.
